Apply as a Transfer Student

You may apply as a transfer student if you have attended another college or university even if you were enrolled for a semester.   

Courses are accepted for transfer credit provided that a grade of C- or better was achieved and the individual credit is equal to a course offered in your new Degree Program with UNYP.  The maximum number of 60 credits from an accredited, nationally recognized university/college of higher education may be considered towards the American baccalaureate degree requirements.   Students applying for the European Bachelor’s degree, a maximum number of 72 ECTS credits may be considered.   English language courses designed for students whose native language is not English, remedial and vocational courses will not transfer.  
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Your college grade point average prior to attending UNYP will determine whether or not you are admissible and will be used for scholarship decisions.  After you have completed your transfer, your GPA will be based solely on your UNYP courses. 

Students are required to submit a complete application package, including copies of all official transcripts (with certified/notarized English translations) sent from the institutions in question.   All credits must be considered prior to a student’s first enrollment as a matriculating student with UNYP.

Students who have studied outside of the Czech Republic, U.S. or Canada are required to have transcripts evaluated by one of the following approved evaluation services.   Copies of evaluations will not be accepted and must be sent directly from the approved evaluation service to the University of New York in Prague.
· Academic Evaluation Services, Inc. (AES)
· Educational Credential Evaluators Inc. (ECE)
· Educational Perspectives (EP)
· World Education Services (WES).
All documents, including those provided by the evaluation service, must be provided no later than August 1st  for Fall admission  or  January 2nd  for Spring admission..  Students, who fail to submit documents prior to these dates, may be admitted provisionally as non-matriculating students for the 1st semester.    No transfer credit will be considered after the students 1st semester of study with UNYP.

An estimate of the total number of credits accepted for transfer will be made when full admission is granted.  The tentative evaluation is subject to final approval and modification following the initial advisement session with the Department Chair/Director.

Evaluation of your transfer credit may take some time.  Please keep in mind your admissions file is not complete if official transcripts have not been received and, if required, evaluated by an Approved Evaluation Service.   You are encouraged to have any necessary credentials/documents submitted very early in your application process.
